In-Home Nursing Eligibility
The information below aims to inform and guide decisions around exceptions, aligned with
clinic judgement based on presenting symptoms.
e Non-Ambulatory: patient is unable to leave their home for nursing care
e Safety risk: high risk of falls, unable to get into car or physically transport to clinic,
safety risk for self or others
e Transfer: required treatment on table and mechanical lift
